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Notice for on-line counseling for Post Graduate Homeopathy seats in West Bengal 2016
The On-line counseling for Post Graduate Homeopathy seats in West Bengal for 2016 will be held as per schedule which will be available in the website (www.wbuhs.ac.in / www.wbuhsexams.in soon. The eligible candidates out of West Bengal Post Graduate Homeopathic Medical Admission Test 2016 are allowed to take part in the counseling. Prior to joining counseling, they have to pay counseling fee of Rs. 3000/- (Rupees three thousand only.) through on-line with credit card/ debit card / net banking through Bill Desk Interface which is available in the website of West Bengal University of Health Sciences (www.wbuhs.ac.in / www.wbuhsexams.in ) . After successful payment candidate will generate transaction ID with which he/she can register on line. 
The availability of seats was detailed in the clause 6.1 in the Information Booklet published for holding West Bengal Post Graduate Homeopathy Admission Test 2016 vide University memo no. COE/UHS/931/2016 dated 20.8.2016 . Successfully registered candidates can fill choice on- line for available seats as per rank, category and state of passing BHMS degree course. Candidates will lock choice within scheduled date or it will be locked by system at the end of scheduled date and time. Locked choice/s will be processed for seat allotment and allotted candidates can generate on-line allotment letter. 
During admission the candidates will have to bring the documents as per provision of clause 6.2, sub clause (e) along with online allotment letter. For reservation category (caste & sub-caste) candidates, proper certificate issued by the authority as per provision of the respective Act has to be submitted. There shall be no compromise for certificate with insufficient information like photograph, signature of the candidate, signature of the appropriate authority, memo no. in the certificate and registration no. (Many States or many districts in the State have given particular registration number through which certificate is placed for on-line viewing).

OBC (including OBC – A and OBC – B) category candidates intending to get seats under non-creamy layer category are to note that they are to bring latest renewed /revalidated certificate from the same authority who issued the certificate. The certificate of OBC  with non-creamy layer status is required to be issued after 31.3.2015 or revalidated or renewed after 31.3.2015 Reserved Category benefit out of non-creamy layer OBC (including OBC-A and OBC – B) status is a dynamic concept, hence the condition as stated be fulfilled. This is in conformity with the Updated Guidelines for issuance of OBC certificates vide memorandum no. 1204-SBCW/MR- dated 27 July 2015 of Backward classes Welfare Department of Government of West Bengal in continuation with Guideline for issuance of Other Backward Classes Certificates were issued vide Memo no. 1464-BCW/MR-59/10 dated 30.04.2010. Candidates from other States intending to appear test has to show latest order regarding revalidation / renewal of order for non-creamy layer status  if differs from the order of Govt. of West Bengal. But such order will be validated through on-line. Income certificate is not required as per Clause 6(2) , sub-clause e (vii) when the certificate is revalidated or renewed declaring  non-creamy layer status.
Certificates mentioning non-creamy layer for OBC candidates (including OBC – A and OBC – B)   issued before 31.3.2015 only require revalidation/renewal. Candidates who got OBC certificate after 31.3.2015 need not submit current Income certificate /revalidation to substantiate his/her claim as under reserved category of OBC (including OBC-A and OBC – B). Act does not provide provision of income certificate from People’s Representatives. Seats under OBC category are applicable in National Institute of Homeopathy (NIH) only.
 All the reserved category certificates will be verified at the time of admission and after admission. If it is found that “Reserved Category Status” is not proper, the admission will be cancelled.
For seats in NIH, 200- point roster will start form serial 198. For State Government colleges, 100 point roster will start from serial 10. If the reserved category of seats are not filled up due to want of eligible reserved category candidates, this will be open for unreserved after de-reservation as per extant rule in the continued counseling. However all candidates are allowed to exercise choices for all the available seats. 
1. NIH seats are for all eligible candidates throughout the country. 

2. 50 percent of seats in the State Govt. colleges are meant for all the colleges of the country (category candidates  whose certificates are issued from other State than West Bengal are allowed to be considered as Unreserved category for these seats). As there is no OBC seat in these State Govt. colleges so OBC candidates including OBC-A and OBC-B  are allowed to be considered as Unreserved for these seats. 

3. Another 50 percent seats of the State Govt. colleges are meant for candidates who have passed BHMS degree from the colleges of the State of West Bengal only. It includes all the colleges in the State including NIH Kolkata whichever is specified  in clause 6(f) in the Information Booklet . As there is no OBC seat in these State Govt. colleges so OBC candidates are allowed to be considered as Unreserved for these seats. SC/ST of other States may opt choice for their being considered under UR category only.
4. Physically Challenged (PC) candidates are to report with the requisite documents.  

Such candidates are to bring Physically challenged certificate that is duly verified for the   degree of orthopedic disability of lower limb from Physical Medicine Department of Institute of Post Graduate Medical Education & Research, 244, A J C Bose Road, Kolkata – 700 020. 
On line admission at allotted colleges after payment of college (admission, tuition and other fees as applicable) fees is must within schedule date and time. 

If any seat remains vacant due to non-joining/cancellation due to inadequate documentation /not-allotment due to non availability of choice by the eligible candidates; the choices given by the eligible candidates earlier will be auto-upgraded (non reported candidates or candidates whose seats were cancelled due to inadequate documentation will not be considered further) in the continued counseling with the usage of 100 point/200 point roster as applicable. 
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
